Sebesta, an editor of the book Neo-Confederacy: A

Critical Introduction, said the petition had 66
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signatures when he sent it to the White House on
Friday. White House officials did not confirm that
they were aware of the petition.

Sebesta said that news of Obama's decision is "very
disappointing" but that the president still had time to
reconsider. Should Obama send a wreath this year,
Sebesta said he will resubmit the petition next year,
and he hopes to garner 500 signatures.

Among the signers are James McPherson, a
prominent Civil War historian at Princeton University,
and Bill Ayers, an education professor at the
University of lllinois made famous by his involvement
with the radical group the Weathermen in the 1960s.

Jane Durden, president general of the United
Daughters of the Confederacy D the group that
erected and maintains the monument b said the
controversy over the wreath reflects a
misunderstanding that the Civil War was a defense
of slavery rather than a patriotic call to arms.

"I am not totally shocked and it's not just with
Obama, but with a lot of the American public,"
Durden said. "This is a very controversial subject b
we realize that. But all we ask is: | respect your
views on things and | expect the same in return."

Black Days Ahead

On November 13, 1860, the new Orleans Crescent

commented on the situation facing Southerners:

OThe history of the ...Black Republican Party of the
North is a history of repeated injuries and
usurpations, all having in direct object the
establishment of absolute tyranny over the slave-
holding states. And all without the smallest
justification....Every appeal and expostulation has
only brought upon us renewed insults and
augmented injuries. They have robbed us of our
property...they have set at naught the decrees of the
Supreme Court, they have invaded our States and
killed our citizens, they have declared their
unalterable determination to exclude us altogether
from the Territories, they have nullified the laws of
Congress, and finally they have capped the mighty
pyramid of unfraternal enormities by electing
Abraham Lincoln...on a platform and by a system
which indicates nothing but the subjugation of the
South and the complete ruin of her social, political
and industrial institutions.O

Origins

Critics of the South who decry Southern slave-
owning before the war conveniently ignore the

origins of our countryOs freedom. Our country sprang
from such sown centuries ago. In feudal England,
and much earlier in Athens and Rome, societies that
did not consider owning slaves were incompatible
with living in a democracy or a republic.

Bad Timing

Abraham Lincoln was elected president of the United
States on November 6, 1860. He was not
inaugurated until March 4, 1861. Nearly a third of a
year had elapsed before his inauguration. If Lincoln
had been inaugurated in mid-January as the
president is today, there would have been less time
to secede, select leaders, organize a government,
and initiate rudiments of an army. It is possible that
many of those firebrands would have been politically
isolated from the moderates. Compromises might
have been crafted and armed conflict avoided. we
may have gone to war because we were slow to
install a new president.
