January Program Promises                                            
to be a Big Hit

The program for the January 21st meeting of the 
Capt. James P. Douglas SCV Camp will be highly 
educational, informative, and enlightening. 
Our speaker will be John C. Waugh, better known as 
"Jack".  He is a journalist turned historical reporter.  
For seventeen years, he was a staff correspondent 
and bureau chief of the Christian Science Monitor 
and from 1973 to 1976 he was a media specialist on 
the staff of Republican Vice President Nelson 
Rockefeller of New York.  For six years, he was 
press secretary to Democratic U.S. Senator Jeff 
Bingaman of  New Mexico.  Between these stints in 
the newspaper and political worlds, he has 
contributed to various magazines and periodicals 
including Civil War History, American Heritage, Civil 
War Times Illustrated, The Washington Post Book 
World, The New York Times, The New Republic, The 
Nation, The Los Angeles Times Magazine, The 
Boston Globe and the Boston Herald American.
Over the years, he has also been a consultant to 
various establishments and agencies:  The National 
Archives and Records Administration, The U.S. 
Department of  Energy, the U.S.Environmental 
Protection Agency, the Atlantic Richfield Company, 
the Public Broadcasting Service (PBS) and West 
Virginia Public Radio.   In 1972 he won the American 
Bar Association's Silver Gavel Award for the best 
national reporting for a series on American prisons.
He began writing history -- books on the Civil War 
era-- in 1989, and has since written and published 
nine.  He believes that covering the past is not unlike 
covering the present.  The only difference is that all 
his sources are dead.  He says he greatly prefers it 
that way.  It also means he can return to his favorite 
century, the 19th, on a daily basis.

His first book, The Class of 1846, (the subject of our 
program for the January meeting) won the New York 
Civil War Round Table's Fletcher Pratt Literary 
Award for the best non-fiction book on the Civil War 
published in 1994.  His four other major works and 
five shorter works have earned him the Dallas Civil 
War Round Table's Grady McWhiney Award of Merit 
for contributions to the scholarship and preservation 
of Civil War History.  
"Jack" was born in California, reared in Arizona and 
lives now in Pantego, Texas.  He attended Tucson 
public schools and graduated from the University of 
Arizona.
His January program, "The Class of 1846",  features 
the two most famous members of the West Point 
class:  Thomas Jonathan Jackson and George 
Brinton McClellan.  The program will be a close-up 
look at these two famous generals of the Civil War 
and how they differed personally and professionally, 
what came of it and their places in American history. 
Schooled side by side and armed with the same 
military education, one (who wasn't expected to) 
succeeded as a battlefield commander and the other 
(who was expected to) didn't.  We'll meet them at 
West Point, follow them through the Mexican War, 
into civilian life, and back under arms again in the 
Civil War.  The program will conclude with 
discussion of what makes a great general--success 
vs failure--how these two measured up and why.
A program any Civil War buff would pay big bucks to 
hear.....all yours for the pleasure of your attendance 
and company.

A Rare Federal Account of 
the Battle of Sabine Pass

The account that follows is taken from Capt. Orton S. 
Clark’s regimental history for the 116th Regiment of New 
York State Volunteers. The 116th New York was recruited 
in Erie county, organized at Buffalo, and there mustered 
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into the U. S. service from Aug. 20 to Sept. 5, 1862, for 
three years. It was stationed at Baltimore until November, 
when it sailed for Ship island, Mississippi, as part of Gen. 
Banks' expedition, arriving at its destination on December 
4. During March, 1863, it took part in the operations 
against Port Hudson, It was heavily engaged at 
Donaldsonville and Bayou La Fourche, and then moved 
with Gen. Franklin's expedition to Sabine Pass, where 26 
of its men were captured. Capt. Clark’s account begins 
with the 116th Regiment’s receipt of orders in late August 
1863 to board the clipper ship, Alexandria, at New 
Orleans.

“Maj. Gen. W. B. Franklin, about this time was 
assigned to the command of the Nineteenth Corps, 
and of this expedition, which was to proceed to 
Sabine Pass, upon the coast of Texas, and capturing 
the forts there situated, establish a base of supplies 
and march inland. When everything was on board 
and ammunition and supplies had been stored away 
in the hold, we made fast to a steam tug and started 
down the river. A rather tedious sail of about twelve 
hours brought us to the mouth of the [Mississippi] 
river, where we found a large number of vessels all 
at anchor, and loaded, as the Alexandria was, with 
troops.
“Early on the morning of Sunday, the 6th of 
September, signals were seen flying from the flag-
ship upon which Gen. Franklin had established 
himself, and the usual bustle of raising anchors and 
putting to sea, with the cheers of the men, made a 
very animated scene.
Four gunboats, ten ocean steamers and sailing 
vessels, with a half-dozen river steamers, comprised 
this formidable expedition, which was to sweep from 
the coast of Texas every vestige of rebellion. The 
man who secured the vessels upon which the troops 
were now setting out on the treacherous waters of 
the Gulf, should have been dismissed from the 
service in disgrace, and it is not beyond question but 
that all who had a share in its organization should 
have received the same fate. One of the steamers 
was minus a wheel and was making the trip under 
great disadvantages, while most of our artillery with 
their horses were on board river steamers, about as 
fit for service in the Gulf as egg shells would have 
been, and ere the return of the fleet, some of these 
deposited their burdens in deep water.
“Our noble ships under a press of canvases sailed 
majestically over the waters, doing about as well, so 
far as we could see, as those propelled by 
steam. . . . All was still, no clatter of engines or 
splash of monstrous wheels, but easily and 
gracefully we seemed  to be borne along by nothing; 
and to add to our enjoyment we found the captain of 
the ship a noble-hearted specimen of the American 
sailor, ever anxious to make our stay with him a 
pleasant one.

“Toward night, on the 7th, we reached the 
designated point, and were told that the long sandy 
beach was Texas, and that Sabine Pass was before 
us. Nothing occurred that night to prevent our 
enjoying a good sound sleep, and we awoke on the 
morning of September 8th to find it a clear, beautiful 
day, and with every indication of an attack being 
made upon the fort.
“The Clifton, one of our gunboats, ran in and opened 
her guns during the forenoon, but elicited no 
response, and returned to her consorts. Some of the 
troops were transferred from the large vessels in 
which they arrived, to smaller ones, but the 116th 
were undisturbed throughout the day and had a fine 
view of all the operations.
“About two o’clock pm there was a general 
movement of the gunboats, and two transports 
loaded with troops, toward the works. Three of the 
gunboats passed well in toward the inlet, leaving the 
others to guard the transports. They opened a heavy 
fire upon the forts, which, however, made no reply 
until one of them defiantly turned her bow up the 
channel; then the enemy opened upon them, and 
with such good effect that when the smoke cleared 
away two of the gunboats, the Sachem and Clifton, 
were seen entirely disabled and flying white flags in 
token of surrender, while the third slowly returned 
towards the fleet. Before darkness had closed in on 
the scene, we observed two rebel steamers come 
down the inlet and tow the lost gunboats out of our 
sight, and this was the finale of the Sabine Pass 
expedition.
“Months afterward we learned that this fort mounted 
but three guns and was garrisoned by but fifty men. 
Comment is unnecessary.”
Orton S. Clark, The One Hundred and Sixteenth 
Regiment of New York State Volunteers, (Buffalo: 
Matthews & Warren, 1868), 124-127.

Jany 5th 64
Friend Ettie 

I believe I am not indebted to you by way of letter, 
but for your kindness to me I will write you a few 
lines. On New Year's day about one o-clock I 
received a verry nice gift which I appreciated verry 
much. It was the only gift that I received, and on that 
account realize its worth. You have my heartfelt 
thanks for your kindness and remembrance of a 
Soldier.

It is quite cool Weather here now and some snow 
upon the ground but not enough to make sleighing. I 
wish I wish I were in Hillsdale today I think I would 
call around to friend Ettie and go out a Sleighing. I 
get lonesome sometimes and I not know what to do, 
if I ever get out of the Service alive I am agoing to 
settle down and get married. 
What a novel Idea that is, perhaps you will not 
believe it but I am not joking.  I am not quite an old 
Bach yet but I fear I will be before long.  If you know 
of some good looking amiable young Lady that wish 
to change her situation in life, just mention the fact to 
her, and tell her there is a Soldier in the Army that 
wishes to marry in less than two years after his time 
expires in the Army.
